II. The Jews’ continual unbelief (37-50)

Read verses 37-41.  What was the response of the crowd to the miraculous signs? (37)  How did their unbelief fulfill the words of Isaiah? (38-41; Isa 53:1, 3-6; Isa 6:10) 

5. 
Read verses 42-50. Why did some who believed in Jesus not confess their faith? (42-43; Joh 5:44) What did Jesus cry out to them? (44-46) Who will judge those who reject Jesus? (47-48) Why will the word of Jesus condemn people at the last day? (49-50)
