Key Verse 2:2

1. 
Read verse 1. This passage indicates that there is something about God’s grace [in Christ Jesus] that makes a person "strong". How does grace make a person strong? 

2. 
Read verse 2 and think about the expression, "reliable men". How can we know if anyone is "reliable"? What does "entrust" mean? Why should one entrust anything [of value] to reliable men? Why is it necessary to teach someone to [be qualified to] teach others? 

3.
Read verses 3-4 and think about a soldier involved in a war (like the U.S. soldiers involved in Iraq). In what respect can the position of a Christian be likened to that of a soldier? What makes a man to be a "good" soldier of Christ Jesus? 

4.
Read verse 5. In what respect is a Christian like an athlete? What does it mean for a Christian [worker] to compete "according to the rules"? What will happen when one does not follow the rules? Yet, why do many end up ignoring [and thereby breaking] the rules?

5. 
Read verse 6 and consider the "hardworking" farmer. What does "hardworking" mean? In what respect can the life of a Christian be likened to that of a farmer?
