Read verses 49-52.  What did Caiaphas urge them to do? (49-50)  How did God use the high priest to fulfill His purpose? (51-52)  What does it mean to make the Jewish nation and the scattered children of God one? (52)

4.
Read verses 53-57.  Where did Jesus and his disciples stay? (54)  Why? (53, 57)  What did many do when it was almost time for the Passover? (55-56)
