2. Read verse 2a. What does it mean to spend money on “what is not bread” or to labor for “what does satisfy”? Why do people do this?

3. Read verses 2b-3. What do “the richest of fare” and “my faithful love [promised to David] refer to?  

4. Read verses 4-5. Whom do “I”, “him” and “you” refer to? 
5. Read verses 6-7. In order to turn to the Lord, what is one called to do? What will the Lord do when anyone turns to the Lord? 

6. Read verses 8-9.  Why should we turn to the Lord? 

7. Read verses 10-13. Describe the life of the one who goes by the word of the Lord.
