3.  Read verse 19.  What three things did Jesus suffer under the gentiles?  Why do you think Jesus’ death included such terrible sufferings?  Yet, what would be the end result of his sufferings and death?  What does Jesus’ death mean for us?  How should be view suffering to do what is right?
